Of on-going interest both from the historical
aspect as well as that of our various lineages, are

the roots of tai chi. Where did it come from, how
did it develop? These are some of the questions
Marnix Wells looks into with his discussion of the
origins of our practise.

In contrast to looking back, Al Simon’s ‘Qi
Pyramid’ is a new approach to pedagogy, in this
instance, a method for feeling gi. Al has been
developing new teaching methods for quite some
time. This approach, though not traditional, has
potential for continued qi development.

Speaking of pedagogy, Patrick Foley writes of
something all of us who have been practising for
any length of time are familiar with, the learning
plateau. In this instance, Patrick describes how
we can use this, often frustrating time, to enhance
out tai chi, well, really, any activity where we hit a
plateau.

We continue to follow the development of Liu
He Ba Fa with Stuart Agars. This little known
martial art has been passed down for generations,
Stuart is the leading exponent of this art in the
United Kingdom. These are just a sampling of
the articles found in this issue of the Journal.
